Systems of Linear Equations: introduction to systems of linear equations, solving systems by
Gaussian elimination

Engineering Applications: electrical networks, pipe and traffic flow, data fitting
Matrices: matrix operations, inverses, elementary matrices, special types of matrices
Determinants: cofactor expansion, properties, Cramer's rule

Vector Spaces: definition of a vector space and subspace, linear independence, basis and
dimension, row space, column space, nullspace, rank and nullity

Orthogonality: inner product, orthonormal bases, Gram-Schmidt process, least-squares
approximations, orthogonal matrices

Eigenvalues, Eigenvectors: finding eigenvalues and eigenvectors, characteristic polynomial,
properties of eigenvalues and eigenvectors, diagonalization, geometric and algebraic multiplicity,
similarity, orthogonal diagonalization of real symmetric matrices
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Linear transformations: linear mapping between vector spaces, matrix representation of linear
transformations
